
GARDEN�MURAL
In� the� classroom,�we�build�murals�using�big�pieces�of�butcher-paper,� tempura�paint,
glue,� and� a� lot� of� different� textures��We� use� garden� books� and� the� outdoors� to� get 
inspiration�� However,� families� don’t� need� access� to� those� things� to� bring� an� indoor 
ecosystem�to� life��If�folks�don’t�have�classroom�art�supplies�on�hand,�they�can�use�any
type� of� paper,� markers,� tape,� and� colored� pencils� to� depict� large� nature settings� We also 
recommend using other� household� supplies, like� coffee� filters� and� toilet
paper� rolls� to�make� flower�blooms�and� stems��With� some� families� staying� inside�and 
libraries�being�closed,�young�artists�can� find� inspiration�outside� their�windows  and in� their
imaginations.

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TO BE HARVESTED:  Children will identify the relationships 
between various elements of the garden (soil, worms, flowers, 
vegetables, herbs and insects).

GROUNDWORK:  This multi-week project gradually teaches 
about every aspect of the garden, to create a giant collective art 
piece that will wow anyone that walks into the classroom!  By 
the end, children will gain a comprehensive understanding of 
the garden by creating artistic representations of each element 
and learning about each element’s purpose and role; this 
provides an opportunity to teach about community, both within 
the garden and within the classroom.  These lessons work best 
if taught alongside the outdoor lessons in this unit or as indoor 
alternatives on rainy spring days.

Before starting, walk through the garden to inventory its 
elements (such as a path, compost, trees, etc.) and identify 
those that class may want to add to the mural.  To prepare for 
the first lesson, find the largest paper possible and draw a soil 
line across it.

PLANTING CONCEPTS:

SCIENCE - Collects, describes, and records information 
through discussions, drawings, maps, and charts.

SOCIAL STUDIES - Recognizes that people share the 
environment with other people, animals, and plants.

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DIRECTIONS:
1. At the beginning of each lesson, invite children to join in the

Dig, Dig, Dig warm-up dance (page 186).

PART I: SOIL AND WORMS
1. Discuss that spring is beginning, and so plants are starting to

grow again and the class will start gardening outdoors again.

2. Introduce the garden mural project by showing the large piece
of paper and explaining that the class will make an indoor
version of the garden on it.  Point to the with soil line and ask
children, “How do we start our garden?  Where do our plants
live?”  Discuss how plants need soil in which to grow.

3. Assist children in rolling up sleeves and putting on smocks.
Distribute a paintbrush to each child as well as containers of
brown and blue paint.

4. Instruct half of the group to paint the area below the line
entirely brown to create the soil and the other half of the
group to paint the area above the line entirely blue to create
the sky.  Set the paper aside to dry.

5. Ask children, “What lives under the soil?”  While discussing,
highlight worms as important helpers in the garden that live
underground.

6. Demonstrate how to draw worms, then give each child a paper
bag or piece of brown construction paper and a marker to
draw worms.

7. Discuss and have children add any other environmental
aspects of the garden, such as sun, rain, compost, or buildings.

8. Once the drawings are complete, assist children in adding
them to the mural using glue or tape.

PART II: FLOWERS
1. Read Planting a Rainbow aloud, asking children to identify the

various elements in the illustrations (bulbs, roots, seeds, etc.),
and singing previous warm-up songs that relate.

2. Transition to a table by calling colors that children are wearing
(for example, “If you’re wearing red, go take a seat!”)

3. Show children a variety of flower seed packets and explain
that it is time to plant a flower rainbow in our indoor garden.
Ask, “How do we make flowers grow?”  Explain that they
grow when we plant seeds or bulbs, and demonstrate how
to “plant” seeds on the mural by pasting on a few seeds just

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below the soil line and how to “plant” a bulb by drawing 
a small circle shape with a brown marker under the soil.  
Allow each child to take a turn “planting” either seeds or 
a bulb beneath soil.

4. Demonstrate how to create the flowers that grow from
the seeds by first creating the shapes and then the color:

a) Fold a coffee filter in half three times to form a
narrow triangle, then cut a petal-shaped design out of
the top.  When unfolded, the design will wrap around
the entire circle to create a flower shape!

b) Color in the flower with magic markers, then paint it
with water to blur the colors together.  (Before the
lesson, cover the work area with newsprint or other

table-cover to reduce bleed-through of colors during this step.)

5. Distribute a coffee filter and scissors to each child and step by step, create the shape as a group.

6. Give children markers to color in their flowers, then paintbrushes and containers with water to finish
the process.  Set the flowers aside to dry.  If there is extra time, have children cut out leaf shapes from
green construction paper.

7. Once the flowers are dry, assist children in adding them to the mural, along with leaves and pipe cleaner
stems, using glue or tape.

PART III: VEGETABLES 
1. Review what has already been added to the mural and ask, “What other types of plants grow in our

garden?”  Discuss different vegetables that could be grown and take suggestions from children for which
vegetables they would most like to grow.

2. If the class has already planted vegetable seeds in the garden, review what was planted using a visual
aid such as the seed packets.  If not, present photographs of some of the vegetables that the class might
like to plant.

3. Demonstrate how to draw the basic shapes of a few types of vegetables, cut them out and decorate
them with crayons.

4. Instruct each child to choose a vegetable they want to add to the garden mural and give him or her the
appropriate color construction paper, a pencil and a pair of scissors to create it (if children are not able
to cut it out themselves, have them draw and cut it out for them).  Peas and other climbing plants can be
pasted onto a pipe cleaner curled into a corkscrew shape.

5. Assist children in adding their vegetables to the mural using glue or tape. Children can “plan” the
layout to mimic the way the vegetables are grouped in their real garden, or they can paste the
vegetables randomly.

PART IV: HERBS
1. Review what kinds of plants the class has added to the mural so far (flowers and vegetables), and

introduce another type of plant—herbs—by presenting three different types of herbs from the garden.

HINTS:

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Explain that herbs are a type of plant with very strong-
smelling leaves.

2. Present one herb at a time, asking children to describe
the shapes and sizes of its leaves, then passing it around
so each child can smell and touch it.  Before passing them,
demonstrate how to smell and carefully touch the plant (if
using herbs, show how to rub a leaf between fingers and
then smell the fingers).

3. Split children into three smaller groups with one herb each
to observe and draw.  If possible, have children write the
name of the herb as well.

4. Once the drawings are complete, assist children in cutting
them out and adding them to the mural using glue or tape.

PART V: INSECTS
1. While looking at the mural, ask children, “What is still

missing from our garden?”  “What creatures live in the
garden and help make it grow besides worms?” Discuss
different types of insects that might live in the garden, using
insect books such as, Bugs! Bugs! Bugs!

2. Ask children, “How do insects help the garden?”  Discuss
that some protect the plants and some help fruit and
vegetables grow when they fly from flower to flower.

3. Have each child create an insect.

4. Assist children in adding their insects to the mural using
glue or tape.  While assembling, guide children by asking,
“What kind of flower/vegetable/herb might your insect like
to visit?”

HARVEST: While sitting in front of the mural, review the project’s objective by asking each child to 
describe or explain the significance of one part of the garden.  Some possible questions are: “What do 
you see in our garden mural?” “What is happening in the garden mural?” “What plants and creatures did 
you make for the mural?  What are they doing?”  Transcribe each child’s explanations and post them next 
to the mural.

BEYOND THE GARDEN:
t� Connect these lessons to the outdoor garden by adding each piece after doing the corresponding 

outdoor lesson.  For example, create the flowers after planting flowers in the garden; create 
vegetables after Which Way Does it Grow: Shoots, Roots and Vines; add herb drawings after 
Becoming Botanical Artists: Sketching in the Garden (only using herbs); draw worms after Wonderful 
Worms or Observing Worms; and create butterflies and bees after reading Waiting for Wings and In 
the Trees, Honeybees!



MURAL DEL JARDIN
En la aula, construimos murales usando grandes trozos de papel de carnicero, tempera, 
pegamento y muchas texturas diferentes. Usamos libros del jardín y el aire libre para 
inspirarnos. Sin embargo, familias no necesitan acceso a estas cosas para dar vida a un 
ecosistema interior. Si no tienen materiales de arte a mano, pueden usar cualquier tipo de papel 
que tienen a mano, marcadores, cinta y lápices de colores para representar escenas de la 
naturaleza. Algunos otros materiales de casa recomendados son filtros de café y rollos de papel 
higiénico para hacer flores y tallos. Con algunas familias quedando en casa y bibliotecas 
cerradas, artistas jóvenes pueden encontrar inspiración afuera de sus ventanas y en sus 
imaginaciones.
